T-Ball Rules

T-Ball enables children ages 3-6 years old to participate in a baseball program suited to their age needs. For the most part , T-Ball is played like Little League Baseball with a few variations,as follows:

     The baseball is placed on a batting tee or pitched to by their coach at home plate(3-pitches). The ball is in play when the batter hits the ball beyond a 15-foot radius from home plate (to eliminate the bunt) in fair territory.
     All players bat every inning. The side of the inning is completed when every player has been at bat one time. It does not matter how many put-outs are made; however, the more put-outs that are made, the fewer runs will be scored each inning.

The following rules are the official rules of T-Ball:

1. Games will consist of 4 innings or 1 hour time limit.
2. The batting tee is placed on home plate and will be moved out of played by a coach after the ball is hit.

3. The ball is not playable within the 15-foot radius circle. A hit ball stopping dead within the circle will be called a foul ball.

4. Any player missed in the batting order will bat last.

5. A base runner may not leave the base until the ball is hit.

6. All runners will be awarded one extra base after the play is over (unless a home run is hit). If the play results in an out, the batter will be awarded first base, and all base runners will be awarded one base.

7. After the ball is hit, play will be dead when:
     a. A ball thrown home that passes over 15-foot circle, foul line 

         between third and home or first and home in out of play area.

         Players may advance one base. THE EXCEPTION to this rule is 

         the last batter who may continue to run home.
